Reception year have been making gingerbread creations this week - they looked and smelled delicious

positive)... This links with the story text the children have been focused on. The children really enjoyed
cooking and | am sure they would love to have a go at cooking at home too.

In Key Stage 1, our children have been honing their writing skills and developing some editing
techniques. Editing is an important part of supporting children in improving their learning. Encouraging your
child to read what they have read can really help with this.

In Years 3 & Year 4, the children have been looking at how art inspires music and visa-versa. Sharing your
favourite music or artists with your children can be a good way to start discussions - even if they like
different music and art. | still remember one of my children telling me The Beatles are rubbish - then a few
years later being told - maybe they are not that bad!

Upper Key Stage 2 have engaged in fantastic poetry this week, following on from an online workshop on
Monday with the poets Laura Mucha and Zohab Zee Khan. They have produced some amazing poems and
have been really inspired by engaging with real poets.

I look forward to seeing many of you next week at the sing-along which is held at St John's Church. All are
welcome and refreshments will be served. Traditionally, this will be a time to share well-known carols and
festive songs. This year, the event is taking place at the church for the first time and we look forward to this
celebration. On Wednesday, we are holding our annual Winter fair at the infant school. This is normally
quite a busy event that is filled with fun. The event starts at 14:00 - so there will be plenty of time to enjoy all
the fair has to offer and still walk home in daylight. Any offers of help - especially, for packing up would be
most welcome.

The final three weeks of term, have lots of opportunities to link with the school and be part of what we

do. The Christmas newsletter shared the highlights, last week. During the last weeks of term, our
curriculum remains broadly the same. Children will still focus on daily English and Mathematics. While
there are some necessary changes to support children in preparing for nativities and end of year shows,
having a regular routine for children (and adults) is important.
